Thank you for your generous response 
in our last appeal to help New Life 
Assembly in Surrey, BC. Together we 
were able to send $7,055 to help them 
with the much needed repairs and 
upgrades to their building. May God 
bless you for your ministry. 
 

Our summer project is to assist Glad 
Tidings Church in Alert Bay. The Lead 
Pastor, Rick Ivens, shares with us: 
 

άOur need is to re-shingle the roof, as 
it is already missing many shingles and 
we lose more with each new wind 
storm. This past winter, we have had a 
few water leaks that are progressively 
getting worse and so repairs before 
winter sets in is needed. 
 

Glad Tidings Church in Alert Bay was 
constructed in the late '40s/early '50s 
and was the first church building of 
several that Rev. John Nygard built to 
serve First Nations people in coastal 
communities in BC. In the past, 
volunteers have re-shingled the roof, 
but the pitch is very steep and there 
are at least two accounts of people 
who fell off the roof and down two 
stories to the ground - thankfully no 
serious injuries - so we need a 
professional roofing company to do 
the work along with some facia board 

repairs and gutter installation. The 
estimate we have is about $18,000, 
which is a huge number for our 
smaller group of younger and retired 
people. We have taken special 
offerings, and some of our dear senior 
saints took it upon themselves to 
knock on doors and raise funds. Many 
were glad to help out, and we have 
managed to raise $2,431.96, but we're 
still a long ways off the estimated 
amount needed if we want to do the 
repairs before winter. 
 

If the amount raised through this 
appeal exceeds the repair estimate, 
we have wooden stairs and ramps that 
also need replacing, so thanks to 
everyone that feels led to help 
financially! We appreciate the support 
our district gives towards us and our 
First Nations friends and families in 
Alert Bay!έ 
 

May God bless you as you consider to 
be a part of improving the LordΩs 
house in Alert Bay. Thank you 
immensely for your heart of 
generosity.
